The
blue helmets and their civilian colleagues
work together to organize elections,
enact police and judicial reform, promote
and protect human rights, conduct mine-
clearance, advance gender equality,
achieve the voluntary disarmament of
former combatants, and support the return
of refugees and displaced people to their
